FAB frequently uses “alternative”, temporary exhibition spaces - anything from 
street corners, shops and shopping centres to front rooms and cafés. 
This year we are very proud to say we will be running our new bi-annual 
art prize: ‘The FAB Open’ a new open competition and exhibition inviting 
work from artists practising contemporary art in the fields of painting, print, 
drawing, photography, film, sound, sculpture, installation, and performance.
